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The internal areas of the residential properties on the upper floors
will generally be slightly larger than those on the lower floors
because of the reducing thickness of the structural walls on the
upper floors. (Note: This statement requested under Section

(First-hand Sales) Ordinance is not applicable to the Phase.)
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The thickness of the floor slabs (excluding plaster) of each residential property:
Flats A, C, D, F, G, H, J and K: 125mm and 150mm; Flat B: 125mm, 150mm and
250mm; Flat E: 125mm, 150mm and 575mm
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The floor-to-floor height of each residential property: 2.975m
